The REST API works best with FW
1.52 or later. Switches shipped via
Swisscom or myStrom are equipped
with FW 1.44. If you want to use the
REST API, please ask for a Firmware
upgrade using the contact form.
Please provide the MAC addresses of
the switches. They have to be
connected to myStrom/linked to a
myStrom account in order to be
upgraded.
